The Biological Clock
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It was long ago noted that different
plants open and close at different times
of the day.
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In fact,in the 19" century they used to
make gardens in the shape of a clock
face with different times.
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But recently some interesting
experiment has been done.Flowers were
placed in a laboratory in constant
darkness.
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Scientists predicated that those
flowers, not having any information
about the day, would not open, as
they usually do.
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But in fact, they continued to open as
if they were ina normal garden.This
